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Next year will mark the centennial of the great San Francisco earthquake of 1906.  To commemorate this historic event, the 100th Anniversary Earthquake Conference will be held in San Francisco on April 18-21, 2006.  The conference is co-convened by the Earthquake Engineering Research Institute (EERI), the Seismological Society of America (SSA), and the California Governor's Office of Emergency Services (OES).  Over 2000 professionals engaged in earthquake research and mitigation are expected to attend.


Under the theme “Managing Risk in Earthquake Country”, the 100th Anniversary Earthquake Conference will bring together the Centennial Meeting of the Seismological Society of America, EERI’s Eighth U.S. National Conference on Earthquake Engineering (8NCEE), and the annual Disaster Resistant California (DRC) conference of California OES to celebrate a century of accomplishment in earth science, earthquake engineering and emergency management.  Conference attendees will include professionals from the full range of disciplines committed to reducing the risk of earthquakes, including earth scientists, geotechnical and structural engineers, architects,  economists, land use and regional planners, emergency managers, educators, insurance professionals, and local government policymakers and office holders.
