Site description :  Take the north road to THUMRAIT. Drive 52.5 km (on the road, the direction to Zeek is at 26 km). Take the road (main track) to the right at point 17º28’10.8N and 54º02’59.0E. Continue for about 17km. Cross the little village. At the end of it, go around the last building by the right. Take the track at point 17º30’28N and 54º11’31E. Follow it for about 2 km. The benchmark is in the desert, inside the enclosed seismic station of Sultan Qaboos University. Enter the gate, the benchmark is on the top of the small hill.
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
